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Welcome Address by the Europa Forum President, PID Massmo Fabio during the
Opening Ceremony of the 50" Europa Forum Roma 2004, at the Auditorium della
Tecnica on 30" September 2004

International President
Lions, Civic and Military Authorities
Lion Friends,

With this Opening Ceremony we enter the 50" European Forum through the Arch of
Constantine. This Arch has been adopted as a symbol of a gathering of so many men and
women of good will in Rome, part of the old and yet always new continent of Europe.

This forum, convened in the name of brotherhood and friendship, is designed to solemnly
confirm the Lions' commitment to European society, as well as a concerted action that will
enable people to rekindle the human values that are the basis of our Association.

The symbol that we have chosen is significant. The Arch was built with variously colored
pieces taken from other monuments and erected during an empire that was on the verge of
tottering but worth saving. It represents the will to resist al kinds of mora and cultura
decadence using strong traditions and showing some of civilization's most valid
accomplishments.

However, the Arch is first and foremost a symbol of freedom of conscience, the first step in
any kind of freedom. And this is a fundamental value which enables Lions Clubs International,
as well as each one of us, to do volunteer work for humanity, overcoming racial, religious and
cultural differences or barriers, drawing on diversity in order to operate more effectively.

At this time in our history, the mission of Lions Clubs International is responding more than
ever before to humanity’s greatest needs. to create and promote a spirit of understanding
between all people. Since we know that there is no freedom without solidarity, the objective of
the 50" European Forum is to transform our commitment into generous and determined
action, involving all our communities and carrying out initiatives of international cooperation.

The theme of the Forum, “Lions commitment in European society”, contains two main
streams of thought and action: humanitarian and civic commitment. But these are not nor can
they be mutually exclusive, nor is one less important than the other. In fact, they are two sides
of the same coin and inseparable if we wish to be consistent with the purposes of the
constitutions of Lions Clubs International.

The very nature of our Association goes beyond philanthrophy and volunteer work. Oursis an
association dedicated to serving others, motivated by the opportunity offered to each of our
members to act freely, with no limits or conditions in accordance with our conscience and
Code of Ethics.
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Two sides of the same coin: the 50" European Forum will confirm this view and will express a
vision of Lionism which is consistent with the tradition and constitution and appropriate for the
most difficult times in world history. For many years, the purposes of Lionism in Europe have
evolved communicating views and concepts that have encouraged a large increase in
membership in many multiple districts. These concepts are indeed an effective basis for further
expansion in those countries that have only recently joined our family.

The program of our International President Clement Kusiak invites Lions of all the world to
raise public awareness regarding the innumerable Lions projects, valuable services and
outstanding achievements.

To this end, it is not sufficient to emphasize public relations or provide information. We also
need to be constantly and actively present in the community, using all our abilities to expand
our involvement. This is exactly what European Lions have always believed and have been
trying to achieve for some time.

However, Lionism in Europe, and its success, oblige us to reflect upon the overall structure of
our Association, upon the role that the various constitutional areas should be playing in order
to keep up with the times. Thisis a point which | bring to your attention now and that will be
given more attention and empharis during the Forum’s sessions. The evolution of Lionism in
the world and the need for expansion in so many Lions geographic areas force us to answer the
guestion that people in all fields are asking today: how can we reduce the distance between the
decision-makers and the so called grass roots — in our case the Clubs?

The complexity and at the same time the speed of the globalization process make it essential
for us not to postpone or neglect the right kind of innovation for the continued growth of our
Association. We need to be creative and consistent to avoid the risk of programs which bring
disappointing results. These are questions which will be widely debated in this 50" European
Forum.

It is our ambitious objective for it to be not the last of a 50 year period but rather the first of a
new season of successes for European Lionism.

Good afternoon, fellow lions and ladies, leos, special guests. It isa privilege for me to share the
experience of this important Europa Forum with you here in one of the most historic and
exciting cities in the world. Rome, the eternal city, is truly a center of culture, learning and
marvelous hospitality, afitting site for this 46" annual occasion for you, the lions of Europe, to
examine your achievements and to look to the future to determine how you may continue to be
world leadersin the cause of humanity.

The Europa forum was this association’s initial constitutional area forum and, as you know,
was also held in Italy, in beautiful Venice back in 1958. Ever since, you, the lions of Europe,
have demonstrated clearly how the spirit of fellowship and commitment to the “we serve”
ideals have enabled you to share so very successfully in answering the needs of your own
communities as well as the broader spectrum of the world community. | commend you for
your dedication and enthusiasm to still further enhance the proud image our emblem has now
reflected during the last eight decades.

Ever since the first European lions club was established in Stockholm in 1948, the lions of this
constitutional area have exemplified the art of sharing their knowledge, skills, foresight and
commitment. You do, in fact, represent the essence of our theme for the year 2004-2005:
“share success through service.” It is a theme that encourages our global membership to
conduct their programs in a manner that is best suited to reaching not only their present
objectives, but in moving toward more far distant horizons in the years to come.

| have only served as international president for three months, but | have already observed how
lions in a number of lands are sharing their resolve to provide continually higher levels of
quality service to their communities and the less fortunate. It was my honor to witness this
during my recent visits here in Europe when i was so very graciously hosted by lions in
Finland, Norway, Denmark, Sweden, Iceland, turkey and Greece. | thank the lions and their
families most sincerely for their marvelous hospitality and for assuring me that we are on the
right path in reaching the goals of this year’sinternational program.

Following this forum and the ensuing international board of directors meeting in Chicago, | am
especially looking forward to returning to Europe to participate in a most vital program, one
that personifies the ideals of our international Association. During October 13" to the 15" |
will be in Sargjevo, in Bosnia-Herzegovina, where lions world sight day will be celebrated this
year. The event was originally organized to recognize the importance of eradicating
preventable blindness worldwide and is now in its seventh year. Thisisthe first timeit will be
conducted in eastern Europe.

The program will witness a series of vision screeings for children in that nation and, in
addition, will be the occasion to announce the launching of a new initiative for LCIF. The
lions of Bosnia and Herzegovina, in cooperation with the world health organization, will
establish a center for pediatric excellence in Sargievo. Its objective is to lead to the eventual
elimination here of avoidable childhood blindness.
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| am delighted that the lions of this country have accepted both the challenges of hosting world
sight day and of developing this quality center. | look forward to taking part in the day’s
activities and to meeting the lions of one of our newer member nations.

| also wish to commend the lions of the Cezech Republic for their plans to observe lions world
sight day with programs that include a professional seminar. This is most certainly an
excellent way to spotlight the conditions of low vision and blindness and to demonstrate how
lions are addressing these critical problems.

Furthermore, i have no doubt that other lions clubs in Europe will also celebrate world sight
day with activities such as eyeglass collections, education programs and screenings. By all
means, i ask that you please share the success of these activities with the public relations
department at international headquarters in order for lions the world over to be aware of what
you have achieved.

Lions, there are a number of areas our international program is focusing upon this year and
among the most important is membership. | know we all agree that there is a need for
extensive membership growth throughout this association. It is crucial that every club record a
positive net gain. In fact, this year's goal is to achieve a positive net growth of five percent.
This combines success not only in bringing in new members, but also in extension and
retention because all are equally important if we are to strengthen each individual club and our
entire association. Indeed, growth in membership will have a positive impact on every area of
our operation as a service club organization.

This year, i am emphasizing this goal even further by recognizing club presidents whose clubs
record a net increase of 20 or more members with a special award. Also, diamond pin awards
and presidential awards will be given to lions who are successful in membership growth and
extension.

We need to develop and implement viable methods to interest more men and women into
becoming lions. | urge you to seek out and invite all individuals whom you believe possess the
gualities to become dedicated lions. It is important to remember that membership is by
invitation only, meaning that current lions must actively provide those invitations. We must
extend the hands of welcome to them because they won’'t come knocking at our doors. By
sharing success through membership development, we will ensure the prompt and effective
delivery of our service programs.

This forum, as do al our forums, emphasizes the global nature of this association. It is a
recognition that is vividly shown in the shared success of the lions clubs international
foundation. LCIF does, indeed, enable each and every Lion to help extend the humanitarian
reach of lions clubs international to people in need the world over. By supporting the
foundation, whether it be through club donations, contributing membership or the Melvin
Jones fellow program, you will demonstrate clearly that we are international in action as well
asinname. Sight First isa prime example of how thisis being accomplished.

Millions of individuals have received sight-restoring cataract surgery and the ambitious, and
attainable goal, of phaseii of Sight First china action is to perform a minimum of two-and-a-
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half million cataract surgeries in addition to establishing secondary eye care units in hospitals
located in 200 under-developed areas of that nation. Also, in sharing a partnership with the
world health organization, Sight First funding is making possible pediatric vision centers and
training programs in 30 nations, the objective of which is to prevent the horrible tragedy of
childhood blindness.

In addition, as a result of our cooperative efforts with the Carter center. Millions of men,
women and children in Africa and Latin America are being successfully treated for river
blindness and trachoma. And because of the generosity of our membership, LCIF is able to
fund schools, hospitals, clinics and workshops for the disabled, and when natural disasters
strike, your foundation is there to help people rebuild their homes, their communities and their
lives.

This year, i am placing specia emphasis on the need for lions to be involved in programs for
young people.  Leo clubs, scouting and the international peace poster contest grow in
popularity every year --- and i know the lions of Europe and especially in Italy are surely proud
of 12-year-old Vittoria Sansebastiano, the grand prize winner of last year's peace poster
contest. More than 350,000 youngsters worldwide participated and her artistic creation was
judged as best depicting the contest’ s theme, “ create a brighter tomorrow.”

Lions in Europe are also deeply involved in two programs for young people that emphasize
global good will and respect for the cultures and values of others. Many clubs take part in
international youth exchange, both as hosts or sponsors and, of course, the first lions
international youth camp was established in Sweden in 1963.

| believe so firmly in the need for lions to share their ideals and vision with youth that i will
present a special banner patch to every lions club that organizes or expands an activity for
young people this year. Keep in mind that by sharing success in programs such as these you
will do so in partnership with those who will shape the future of every community and every
nation, because the children of today will eventually determine just how bright and rewarding
tomorrow will be.

My fellow lions, i can say without equivocation that effective and idealistic leadership has a
direct influence on the success we will share and experience at al levels of lions clubs
international.  Successful businessman Ralph Lauren once observed that “a leader has the
vision and conviction that dreams can be achieved, and inspires the power and energy to get it
done.”

This forum is an opportunity to reflect on al you have accomplished as a source of |eadership
for this association and for your unlimited potential to continue being standard bearers in
opening new pathways for service. The lions of this constitutional area have consistently
demonstrated the type of leadership that serves as a model for lions worldwide to follow. You
have, for example, given this association six distinguished international presidents: per Stahl,
George Friedrichs, Bert Mason, Sten Akestam, dr. Giuseppe Grimaldi and dr. Jean Behar. This
year, it is my very deep honor to serve with five European lions on the international board of
directors --- Hans Ulrich Datwyler, Erkki J.J. Laine, Howard Lee, professor Jan a. Holtet and
Sergio Maggi. All of these leaders have left or are leaving their marks of quality on the image
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of lions clubs international as the world’'s most respected and successful service club
organization.

Leadership, however, is something that must be constantly developed because the
responsibilities of a leader never cease to grow. It is especially true at the club and district
levels and, consequently, i encourage the promotion of al our association’s leadership
development opportunities. The emerging lions leadership ingtitutes, Merl chairpersons
seminars, regiona lions institutes, and the multiple district leadership training grant program
are al culturally adapted to ensure that participants can share in their success. As a matter of
fact, a senior lions leadership institute was conducted here in Rome in conjunction with this
forum.

Any overview of leadership development must, by all means, consider the growing impact of
the lions learning center.  This high tech e-learning program, accessible via the association’s
web site, provides the benefits of online training on a 24-hour basis. | am pleased to report that
after the first of the year, it will be expanded to include all the official languages of lions clubs
international.

My fellow lions, there is another special point i am emphasizing this year, one that actually
relates to our entire international program. Please bear in mind, it is crucial that members
receive proper recognition for their achievements, for their successful endeavors, in helping
their clubs and districts reach their objectives. It is necessary that those lions in positions of
leadership show sincere appreciation to another member for his or her outstanding efforts.
This could be in the manner of a formal presentation at a dinner or meeting, a report of their
work in the news media, or a simple, but heartfelt, thank you. What is important is that lions
feel their hard work and dedication are recognized by their fellow lions and those whom they
respect for their leadership. | can assure you, such appreciation will inspire them to continue
their effortsin giving so very generously of themselvesin the true spirit of “we serve.”

Lions of Europe, | am confident that this forum will be a catalyst that shall encourage you to
strengthen your mutual bonds of commitment to the humanitarian principles of lions clubs
international. | congratulate you on your many accomplishments and, knowing your proud
history, | haven’t the slightest doubt that you will continue to “share success through service.”

LIONSCLUBSINTERNATIONAL
RULES OF PROCEDURE FOR THE EUROPA FORUM

ARTICLE | - Interpretation

The following rules of procedure have been formulated and shall be read construed and operated in the spirit
of the Constitution and By-laws of the International Association and of the guidelines regarding Area Forums
set out in the Policy Manual of the Association’s International Board of Directors.

ARTICLE Il - Purposes and Objects

1) The Europa Forum shall be an annua meeting for all the Lions from the European Countries irrespective
of different nationalities and cultures to meet together for the purposes following:

To promote fellowship and mutual understanding amongst all the members of Lions Clubslocated in
Europe,

To furnish an open forum and market place for the exchange of experience and for the development of
new ideas on Club and District administration and on Lions’ activitiesin a multicultural society in
Europe,

To promote the objectives of Lions Clubs International and to train European leadersin lionistic skills,
To stimulate participation in International and other Conventions,

To receive reports from LCI representatives to the organisations with headquartersin Europe such as
the Council of Europe, WHO, FAO, UNESCO,UNICEF, UN Officein Genevaand UN Officein
Vienna, and to discuss their contents,

To promote the Lions Clubs International Foundation,

To provide an opportunity for open discussion of possibilities and the assessment of European needs
for joint service activitiesin a multicultural society in Europe for the benefit of all people,

To promote and implement the current goals of the President of the Association.

The Forum shall achieve these purposes by making recommendations to all Multiple Districts, Districts
and Clubs but shall have no power to superimpose or create any governing structure over and above the
regular Multiple District, District and Clubs organisations or to collect dues.
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ARTICLE |11 - Membership

1) The Lions Organisation in any Country or State pertaining to the Europa Constitutional Area may become
amember of the Europa Forum if it shall have adopted these rules by an appropriate resolution in the case
of aDistrict (Multiple, Single or Provisional) of its Convention or in the case of undistricted Clubs of a
meeting of all its Clubs. Any such Lions Organization so becoming a member is hereafter called
“Member Country or State”.

2) Membership may be discontinued by giving six months previous notice in writing to the Forum President
to expire on the last day of the ensuing Forum.

3) For the purpose of this Article the term “Lions Organisation” shall include a District (Multiple, Single or
Provisional) and all undistricted Clubs of a Country or State acting together.

ARTICLE IV - Forum Officers
The Officers shall be a President (who shall be appointed by the Host Country acting by the Council of
Governors of the Multiple District or by the Cabinet of the District or by a Committee of all undistricted
Clubs) with two Vice-Presidents (being the immediate past and future Forum Presidents).
These Officers shall take office upon the adjournment of the Forum prior to that for which they are so to
serve. The President shall be a Past International President or a Past International Director or a Past District
Governor or a Past President of an undistricted Club residing within the Host Country and he shall have
participated in at |east three previous Forums within the last five years.
ARTICLE YV - Forum Organs
The organs of the Forum shall be:
a) The European Council (the Council)
b) The Monitoring Group
¢) The Programme Committee
d) The Organising Committee
and the composition and duties of these respective bodies shall be as hereafter specified.
ARTICLE VI - European Council
1) The European Council (the Council) shall be the body for the formation and control of Forum policy, its
themes and rules of procedure directed to the achievement of its Purposes and Objects but subject to the
advice and supervision of the conduct of the Forum by the Monitoring Group.

2) The Council shall be composed of one voting delegate (or more del egates having between them the vote)
for each Member Country or State as before  defined.

The selection of each delegate shall be evidenced by a certificate signed by the Council Chairman of the
respective Multiple District or the Governor of the respective District or the Presidents of the respective
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undistricted Clubs. The mgjority of such Member Countries or States represented and entitled to vote
shall constitute a quorum and any decision (other than such relating to the amendment of these Rules of
Procedure and of the Europa Forum Standing Orders which shall require the 2/3 affirmative vote of those
present and entitled to vote) shall be taken by simple maority.

The result of each decision made at a meeting of Council shall be formally declared by the Chairperson of
that meeting and should be duly recorded in the published minutes thereof. Such declaration shall also
record the total members of:

Delegates present and entitled to vote.
Delegates voting in favour.

Delegates voting against.

Delegates abstaining.

3) The Council shall be chaired without the right to vote (excepting only using a casting vote to preserve the
status quo in the event of atied vote) by the President of the Forum assisted by the two Vice-Presidents
and the International Directors from Europe currently in office.

In addition to its general powers the Council shall have power to deal with the following specific matters:

The presentation of candidates from Europe for the office of International Second Vice-President of
the Association.

The presentation of candidates from Europe for the office of International Director.

The appointment of a*“Europa Forum’s Advisor & Archivist” for five years. His duties shall include to
monitor decisions taken and to act as advisor to the Monitoring Group, to the Programme Committee
and to the Host Country’ s Organising Committee.

The appointment of “ Europa Forum’s Accountant(s)” for five years. Hig/their duties shall include to
control the expenses of the Forum and to put them into perspective with those of previous Forums.

The selection up to a maximum of five yearsin advance of a Host Country and a venue for the Forum
in accordance with the guidelines as to requirements for Host Countries hereafter appearing and
ensuing a desirable rotation of venues, and the confirmation as soon as practicable of suitable dates for
the event. Member Countries or States wishing to host the Forum are requested to present information
concerning registration fees and hotel costs and their intention to ask for voluntary contribution.

The approval two years in advance of the Main Theme for each Forum, to be a theme of general
European and Lionistic interest. The Host country concerned shall be accorded the courtesy of
proposing the Main Theme it would wish to adopt giving notice thereof to the Council by June 15.
This should not preclude any other Member Country or State from submitting an alternative proposal
to the Council by the same date.

The supervision of the work and scope of the Programme Committee and the approval one year in
advance of its suggested planning for the next Forum.
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h) The receipt of the report on the financial results of last year’s Forum, prepared and presented by the
Europa Forum Accountant(s).

i) Thereceipt of the report on the results of the workshops of the actual Forum requiring a voting
decision.

j) Thereceipt of other proposals submitted by a member Country of State requiring a voting decision.

K) In order to deal with special subjects the Council may appoint sub-committees, the reports of which
shall be presented to the Council.

I) Amendments of these Rules and of the Europa Forum Standing Orders (provided that any proposed
amendment thereto shall first have been submitted as to the wording thereof to the Forum’s Advisor &
Archivist and approved by a Convention of a Member Country or State).

5) The Internationa President, International Vice-Presidents, International Directors, District Governors,
Past International Presidents and Past International Directors are entitled to attend the meeting of the
Council. Past District Governors, International Relations Directors or Chairmen and other Lions with

assignments related to the purposes of the Council and especially nominated by their Member Country or
State may attend the meetings of the Council.

6) At the conclusion of the Forum the President shall send information including a copy of the motions
carried, and concerning proposals of amendments to the International Constitution, to LCI and to the
Forum Presidents of the other geographical areas of the Association.

ARTICLE VII - Monitoring Group

1) The Monitoring Group shall be composed of the current International Directors from Europe and the EF
Archivist & Advisor in anon-voting position. It shall be chaired by the ID appointed by the IP to the
Forum.

2) It shall meet at the conclusion of each Forum and immediately prior to the commencement of the Forum.

3) ltsresponsibilities shall be:

a) To makeacritical study of the past Forum and to make suggestions for the next Forum based on past
experience.
b) To survey the conduct of the Forum in comparison with the rules of LCI.
ARTICLE VIII - Programme Committee
1) The Progranme Committee shall have the duty and aim to develop and implement the Europa Forum'’s

themes and agendas. It shall ensure that the agenda will include major fields of actual Lionistic interest
and concern with particular emphasis on the participation therein of the Clubs of Europa.
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2) It shall meet immediately prior to the commencement of the Forum, at the conclusion of the Forum in its
new composition and for a preparatory meeting during the month of February preferably. In case of
important or urgent matters related to the preparation of the Forum, the Programme Committee may
convene for another meeting.

3) The Programme Committee shall be established at the conclusion of the Forum and shall be composed as
follows:

i) The President of next year’s Forum, as Chairman
i) The Presidents of the following two Forums, as Vice-Chairmen
iii)  The International Director appointed by the International President of the Association to
follow next year’'s Forum
iv) The Forum’s Advisor & Archivist,
V) Two members of each of the Countries that will host the Forum next
year and the year after.

The Programme Committee will work in this composition until next year’s Forum is concluded.

4) Decisions of the Programme Committee shall be taken by simple majority of participants present. In the
event of atied vote the Chairman of the Committee shall have a casting vote.

5) The Programme Committee shall have the duty to deal with the following specific matters:

a) To develop the agendafor next year’s Forum, including seminars and workshops relating to the
selected Main Theme of the Forum and to present it to the Council of the current Forum for approval.

b) To select and, with the approval of the Council, appoint akey note speaker to introduce the Main
Theme. The Host Country shall be accorded the courtesy of proposing the key-note speaker.

c) To beflexible to introduce into the agenda any topic of actual lionistic interest up to the beginning of
the forum if possible
d) To accept and, if possible, include proposals on topics for seminars and workshops introduced by
Member Countries or States provided they relate to the Main Theme.
ARTICLE IX - Organisation Committee
1) An Organisation Committee has to be set up as soon as the Member Country or State to host a Forum has
been selected. The structure and the working methods of the Organisation Committee are the
responsibility of the Host country. It is suggested that the Organisation Committee involves professonals

for the various tasks it has to perform.

2) ltsresponsibilities shall be the preparation and operation of the Forum in its Country. In doing so, it shall
closely co-operate with the Programme Committee.
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Beside these general tasks it is also requested:

a) To establish an Internet Centre for the distribution of news concerning the Forum, for the registration
of participants and their partners for the Forum and for the exchange of information between the
Forum and its Members

b) To develop the budget of the Forum and to carefully control all financial issues of the Forum

c) Todevelop afinal report on expenses within three months after completion of the Forum and to
deliver it to the Forum’s Accountant(s).

ARTICLE X - Organisation

The Forum shall be held annually in the months of September or October, the dates to be approved by the
Association® International President.

The Forum President shall convene the Forum before 30 April.

An%/ Member Country or State wishing to submit a proposal to the Council at the Forum shall do so by
15" June.

Any proposal containing a recommendation to the European Districts of the Association and relating to
the Clubs shall show how the Club may put the proposal into practice and any proposal, the realisation of
which involves a cost factor shall contain an estimate thereof and a suggestion of how such cost can be
met.

Agendas for all the meetings at the Forum compiled on the basis of the decisions taken at the February
meeting of the Programme Committee and completed with additional proposals to the Council submitted
by 15" June shall be sent to all Member Countries or States by 15" July. Any amendments to such
agendas shall be notified to the Forum President at least 15 days before the Forum.

The official language of the Forum shall be English or French or German or Italian or a Scandinavian
language. The Host Country shall make the choice of one of these languages, provide translation facilities
at the main meetings into the remaining four named languages and on request, if possible, into any other
language, but in the latter case the cost shall be paid by the Member Country or State requesting the same.
The term “main meetings’ shall include the Opening and Closing Assemblies, the meeting with the
International President and the presentations of the keynote speaker(s) and some seminars and workshops
according to the Programme Committee decision.

All information materials such as invitations, programmes, booklets, etc. have to be prepared in the five
Forum official languages. All input contributions should be presented in two languages, the author’s home
language and English. Minutes, reports and all official output papers should be in English and include
headlines of the contents trandlated into the other four official languages.

For the collection and circulation of news concerning the Forum the Host country should open a home

page for the Forum. It should update thisinformation at least three times ayear. At the same time the Host
country should send at |east one |etter per year to all members for distribution to their clubs.
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9)

The Host country should request the editors of European Lion Magazines to inform about the Europa
Forum. To facilitate the task, the Host country should will be required to release three times a year to the
editors information containing as much of the contents of the Europa Forum asis available. CCs and
SDGs should support the distribution of this information.

The “Europa Forum’s Advisor & Archivist” shall maintain and update these Rules of Procedure so that
records may be available to all Member Countries or States upon request and free of cost.

10) These Rules of Procedure and successive amendments thereto shall become effective upon the

adjournment of the Forum at which the same have been adopted by the Council.

11) The Guidelines for Host Countries and the Model Calendar contained in the appendices"A” and “B”

hereto shall be observed, subject only to any minor variations of timing in the Calendar which may be
necessary to meet local conditionsin Host Countries.

ARTICLE XI - Financial aspects

The necessary administrative costs of the Forum (as well as of the February meeting of the Programme
Committee) shall be met by the Host Country which may recover it by charging registration feesto the
respective participants, and by making appropriate charges likewise to participants in an optional
programme of social events.

At the end of the Forum the Host Country is asked to prepare afinal cost report using the accounting
frame presented at the Europa Forum Deauville 96 and used for the Europa Forum Budapest 98. This
report will be handed to the “ Europa Forum’s Accountant(s)”.

Voluntary contribution may be used in exceptional cases such asfor the new Lions countries during a
start-up phase or if the Host country holds less than 1.500 members. In the latter two examples voluntary
contribution will work automatically without any ad hoc decision.

The surplus of a Forum using voluntary contribution has to be put into a specia fund for the benefit of
following Forums.

Host Countries are urged to endeavour to mitigate the costs by obtaining sponsorships or by other means.

Accounting activity will become mandatory in any case, with or without voluntary contribution.

APPENDI X “A” - Guidelinesfor Host Countries

1. Essential basic requirementsto befulfilled by Host Countries at the
selected venue:

(@ Hotel accommodation:
Sufficient bedrooms (spread over 2, 3 or 4 star categories) to be available for advance booking as
arranged by the Host Country® Organisation Committee.

(b) Airport:
Facilities for medium range aircraft on international flights to a nearby
airport, with bus transfer service to the actual venue.

(c) Conferencefacilities:

(i) A large hall with seating for a minimum of 1500 persons and with
simultaneous translation equi pment.

@ii) A smaler hall.

(iii) Several smaller committee rooms.

(iv) A large areafor agora, stands, meeting points, inquiries and
information desks.

(v) International communication facilities.

(d) General secretariat during the Forum
To provide adequate interpreters, hostesses, a copying and typing service
for small items, travel agency, and other services for participants.

Transport

To be arranged between hotels and where events are to take place.

(e) Official guests
The Organising Committee should adhere strictly to the basis set out
in the Memorandum of March 1988, i.e. 24 persons for the Forum.

2. Rotation of venues
To be implemented in accordance with Article VI paragraph 4) (c) of the foregoing Rules of Procedure.
For the purpose of ensuring a desirable balance in the selection of Host Countries and the actual venues
therein the following grouping at the Member Countries or States shall be adhered to and the selection

shall be made so far asis possible in the numerical order of such groups commencing in 1985 provided
that an appropriate invitation is received from a Member Country or State within the group entitled to
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extend an invitation for the year in question. If no such invitation is received from within the group so
entitled by rotation an invitation may be entertained and accepted from within the group next entitled in
numerical sequence.

APPENDIX “D” — Accounting system for voluntary contribution

3 - Each Forum President and Treasurer will establish a special bank account where contributions will be
forwarded by the Europa Forum Member Countries; the details of this account will be delivered to each
Member country within the end of December of the year before the Forum venue.

4 - The collected contributions will be forwarded to the Forum special account until the end of the month of
August of the year of the Forum.

5 - The Forum President and Treasurer will have the joint authority and responsibility to use the contributions.
6 - The Forum President and Treasurer will prepare before the end of the December following the Forum

venue, the final issue of the Forum financial report, including the contributions, socia events, as well as all
other income and expenditure.
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7 - One of the most recent Past International Director appointed by the European Council at the previous
Forum and the Forum Archivist/Advisor will audit all the Forum accounts, as well as the financial report and
present their report to the following February Programme Committee meeting and to the European Council at
the following Forum.

8 — It is mandatory that any surplus in the financial exercise of the Forum up to the voluntary contribution
received by such Forum will be put into a special fund for the benefit of following Fora, according to art. X1/2
of the Rules of Procedure.
