Travel

There are direct flights to Amsterdam from Birmingham, Dublin, Edinburgh, London Gatwick and London Stansted. There are no flights to Maastricht. You will then need to travel by train to Maastricht.

The rail station at Amsterdam in beneath the airport. Tickets can be purchased in advance or as one arrives. Advance tickets have to be validated with a stamp machine on platform 3 at Schiphol. There is a train change at Utrecht Centraal arriving on platform 14b with 6 minutes to get to platform 15 for the train to Maastricht. Fare is about €15 second class or about double for a first class ticket. Total journey time about 150 minutes. There is another train change at Maastricht for Maastrict Randwyck or a taxi ride direct to the hotel.

Bookings
Bookings must be made on the official Registration Form which can be downloaded from the official Europa Forum website.

Registration fees for a Lion/Lioness member is now 220€, a Leo 50€ and an accompanying person 160€. 

The EF2011 website www.europaforum2011.nl  has been extensively updated and is fully operational to accept registrations.

A very comprehensive accompanying persons programme has been arranged with tours catering for both male and female tastes costing from €25 to €65 per person.

The registration costs for Maastricht are the same as they were for Bologna but Leos will have to pay €60, slightly more than previously.

A full choice of “official” hotels is now available booking on-line or by submitting a downloaded form to the Maastricht Booking Service. Room prices vary from €36, for two-star shared dormitory style, recommended for Leos, to €116 for three-star and  over €160 for four-star per night  to €260 five star per double. Once again very good deals can be made on-line via Expedia with up to 50% savings.

It should be noted that the Maastricht Exhibition Conference Centre (MECC) is about fifteen minutes walk from the city centre. It is also next door to the University Hospital in the Randwyck area. 

The Forum hotel is the NH Hotel Maastricht which is next door to the MECC with the Maastricht Randwyck railway station nearby. Other nearby hotels are the Hotel Novotel Maastricht and the Hotel Maastricht.
